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FYO5 Faculty Seed Grant
Competition Set

As was the case last year, this year (FY05) we will have one Faculty Seed Grant
competition. The deadline for receipt of applications in ORDA will be Wednesday,
December 1, 2004.

The purpose of the Faculty Seed Grant Program is to encourage and support
faculty in establishing programs of research, scholarly, and creative activity with the
potential to attract external funding.

Proposals are accepted from full-time tenured or tenure-track faculty members on
continuing appointment, with priority given to faculty in their first two years at
SIUC. Faculty applying for Seed Grants cannot have received funding through the
Seed Grant Program within the last 24 months.

Grants provide up to 12 months of funding in any or all of the following categories
of support: OTS (other-than-salaries funds—i.e., equipment, travel, commodities,
contractual services); one graduate assistantship and/or student worker; and one
month of faculty summer salary. The maximum award is limited to $20,000, exclud-

ing faculty salary.

NSF Division of Design,
Manufacture and Industrial
Innovation Changes Deadlines

The National Science Foundation’s
Division of Design, Manufacture and In-
dustrial Innovation (DMII) has established
two proposal submission windows for all
investigator-initiated/unsolicited propos-
als. The submission windows are the
month of September, closing on October
1, and the month of January, closing on
February 1. Only proposals submitted dur-
ing these proposal submission windows
will be considered for review; proposals
submitted outside these windows will be
returned without review.

These proposal submission windows
do not apply to proposals submitted in
response to NSF-wide solicitations with
their own deadlines.

The following types of requests are
NOT subject to the proposal submission
windows and may be submitted at any
time during the year: Small Grants for
Exploratory Research or workshops; and
supplements to existing grants such as
Research Experiences for Undergraduates
or Research Experiences for Teachers.

NCRR: Formalizing Data-
Related Concepts for Existing
Grant Programs

The National Center for Research
Resources supports research and develop-
ment of tools and approaches for comput-
ing on data; most of these will likely be
implemented in software. Best practices
for such endeavors include the explicit
formalization of data-related concepts that
pertain directly to the software. This would
include activities such as (1) assessing
data flow and use; (2) defining the terms
used for data, fields, operations, etc.;
(3) defining the relationships among
terms and functions; (4) defining data
models and schemas; and (5) other simi-
lar activities.

[t is important to emphasize that these
activities are appropriate as they relate
closely to the particular software itself, or
to making the particular software
interoperable with other specific software
or databases. Broad efforts at developing
ontologies and semantic relationships for
entire domains or disciplines would not
be considered an appropriate activity.

ACLS Fellowships

The American Council of Learned
Societies Fellowship Program invites re-
search applications in all disciplines of
the humanities and humanities-related
social sciences. ACLS Fellowships include
ACLS/SSRC/NEH International and
Area Studies Fellowships and ACLS/New
York Public Library Fellowships.

Appropriate fields of specialization in-
clude, but are not limited to, anthropol-
ogy, archaeology, art history, economics,
film, geography, history, languages and
literatures, law, linguistics, musicology,
philosophy, political science, psychology,
religion, rhetoric and communication, and
sociology. The ultimate goal of the fel-
lowship project should be a major piece of
scholarly work in the form of a mono-
graph or other equally substantial product.

ACLS Fellowships are intended as
salary replacement and may be held con-
currently with other fellowships and grants
and sabbatical pay. The fellowship tenure
is 6 to 12 consecutive months devoted to
full-time research, to be initiated between
July 1, 2005, and February 1, 2006.

The fellowship stipend is set at three
levels based on academic rank: up to
$30,000 for assistant professor or career
equivalent; up to $40,000 for associate
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professor or career equivalent; and up to
$50,000 for full professor or career equiva-
lent. Approximately 20 fellowships will
be available at each level.

To be eligible for a fellowship, appli-
cants must have eamned their doctorate
prior to September 30, 2002. (An estab-
lished scholar who can demonstrate the
equivalent of the Ph.D. in publications
and professional experience may also
qualify.) Applicants also must have U.S.
citizenship or permanent resident status.

During the last decade, major break-
throughs in many areas, including
genomics, information technology, high
throughput instrumentation, imaging and
wireless technologies, sensors, and Geo-
graphic Information Systems, now enable
novel and integrative approaches to
major challenges in biology. Thus,
21st-century biology encompasses research
that is multidimensional, multidisciplinary,
integrative, education-oriented, and global,
encompassing conceptual and experimen-
tal approaches much different from those of
the previous century. The National Science
Foundation’s Frontiers in Integrative Bio-
logical Research (FIBR) program is designed
to enable larger and more integrative or
interdisciplinary projects than might be
possible in any single program.

The FIBR program supports integra-
tive research focused on major questions
in biology addressed through the creative
application of a broad range of scientific
concepts, strategies, and research tools
from both within and outside the biologi-
cal sciences. FIBR projects are integrative
at several conceptual levels. This includes
the nature of the research paradigm (which
may encompass multiple levels of organi-
zation or complexity, time and space, or
range of organisms or processes), the use
of combined experimental and theoreti-
cal analyses, and the application of a
broad range of interdisciplinary ap-
proaches (e.g., math, physics, chemistry,
social and behavioral sciences, computa-
tion and information sciences, etc.) in a
single coherent effort.

FIBR particularly encourages inclusion
of young scientists trained in an interdis-
ciplinary environment or in nonbiological
disciplines as co-Pls or postdoctoral research
associates. The program also encourages
partnerships with community colleges and
with baccalaureate, comprehensive, and
underrepresented minority-serving insti-
tutions.
